Bethel 1894



(Yisra`el, meaning "one that struggled with the 
divine angel" (Josephus)

"one who has prevailed with God" (Rashi)

"a man seeing God" (Whiston)

"he will rule as God" (Strong)

"a prince with God" (Morris) ( from Hebrew  ,  שרה  :
"prevail", "have power as a prince”)
